Ottawa, June 7, 2011– Canadian dairy, poultry and egg farmers applaud the Federal 
Government’s continued support for supply management, which was clearly 
reinforced in the Speech from the Throne on June 3rd. 
 
In the Speech, which sets out the broad goals and directions of the Government in the 
41st Parliament, the Government commits that, “In all international forums and 
bilateral negotiations, our Government will continue to stand up for Canadian farmers 
and industries by defending supply management.”
